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PRESIDENTS REPORT

The 2015/2016 season has been extremely busy for Surf Life
Saving Sydney. In my second year as President, | have been very
fortunate to have the same board supporting me this season.
The main focus this season has been to ensure we were relevant
to the 15 clubs in the branch. This meant we were continually
striving to deliver value and provide leadership and guidance to
all clubs.

The year in review, with our focus on innovation and suitability
for the future, enabled us to deliver a number of activities which
were aligned with the overall strategic plan.

The key areas of focus this past season have been on strategy and
innovation while continuing to improve the operational aspects
of the organisation. Under the guidance of Peter Agnew we

have been in a position to ensure we have a strategic focus while
delivering against our core operational requirements. During
this process we continued to engage with all the clubs ensuring
we were focused in the appropriate areas. Peter also lead the
Drone Technology review within the Branch engaging with key
club individuals, SLSNSW and SLSA.

| have been very encouraged by the amount of clubs which have
taken up the SLSNSW quality clubs program. We currently have
9 out of the 15 clubs which have either obtained the bronze level
or are on their way to achieving this. This program is designed
to ensure all clubs have the appropriate plans in place to remain
sustainable for the future and hope the focus continues.

The financial health and compliance of the organisation has

been lead by John De Cean. This area has also been busy with a
restructure of the operating accounts to ensure they reflect our
operating model. This enabled the finance team and office staff

to produce a new set of specifically designed reports allowing the
directors to manage their business more efficiently.

The structure of the organisation had not been reviewed for
many many years which meant that the constitution and by-laws
were not reflecting the operating model of the organisation. The
work that was lead and undertaken by Keith Grima, involving the
provision of a new constitution and by-laws was fundamental

to the success of the changes being implemented. With the full
support of the clubs within the Branch, this is reflective of the
effort and tenacity of Keith.

While we have made some significant changes to the
organisation we will continue to review our operating model.
The main focus was to restructure one of the core aspects of our
organisation - the Life Saving and Education teams - under the
direction of Simon Torsellini. For many years Life Saving and
Education has been operating on a false economy with many
positions remaining vacant, thus leaving the workload resting
on the shoulders of key members of the board. |am pleased

to report this work has now been completed, under some very
aggressive timelines, enabling us to put the new structure in the
coming season.

The Surf Sports team lead by Wayne Druery has also provided
some great opportunities supported by the clubs. The main focus
was to continually challenge the way we do things today. The
team have continued to deliver on the objectives set by bringing
the Nutri-Grain to Sydney Branch which was successfully run at
North Cronulla. They also held a specifically focused carnival for
beach events only at Maroubra, allowing all clubs to participate
in the event giving the competitors an opportunity to train and
compete in a friendly and structured environment.

The Surf Sports team have also continued to provide an
opportunity for clubs across the Branch to compete in a friendly
environment between the State and Australian championships
by providing a number of water events allowing the competitors
to enhance their skills against other clubs in a friendly
competitive event.

This season also saw a successful Branch Championships and
Junior Championships held at Maroubra with a full schedule
being completed on both days, which is the first time in many
years. | would like to thank David Simpson (Maroubra President)
for the management of the two days and for continuing to
support the event. The team at Maroubra ensure the event is run
without any issues and continues to deliver.

Sydney Branch also took a team to the SLSNSW inter branch
championships held at Cape Hawke SLSC. Unfortunately we were
unable to knock the Sydney Northern beaches off top position
and ended up in second place again.
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The newly formed Member Services portfolio, which was put

in place this season and lead by Trent Thomas, has enabled us
to ensure compliance across all aspects of member services
providing key reporting and data analytics to allow our clubs

to focus on the areas highlighted. Trent and his team have also
been working with SLSNSW ensuring that the data and analysis
provided are reliable and are of real use to the clubs.

The Member Services team have also been working on a strategy
to engage more youth and females into key positions within the
organisation while ensuring we have a succession plan in place to
support the future direction of the organisation.

The Junior Development team lead by Doug Hawkins continued
to manage juniors and deliver the development camps. These
camps ensure the juniors of our organisation are provided with
the necessary skills to be future leaders of the organisation.
Doug and his team also continued to role out the junior scenario
training across the Branch, which will be supported by kits at
each club to be utilised in the event of a missing person.

Surf Life Saving Sydney was extremely well represented at

the SLSNSW 2014/2015 Awards of Excellence (AOE) with a
nomination in 99% of the categories and winning a number of
awards such as Assessor of the Year - Craig Howie, Trainer of the
Year - Beck Mister, Young Athlete of the Year - Lizzie Welborn,
Young Lifesaver of the Year - Julien Vincent, Rescue of the

Year - Richard Garnsey, and Surf Lifesaver of the Year - Rosie
Taliano. These lifesavers also represented at the SLSA Awards of
Excellence.

The 2015/2016 Surf Life Saving AOE was a great success and

a tribute to the work the BOM and office staff putinto the
evening. The evening saw recognition of the best lifesavers

and competitors in our Branch. Congratulations to Lifesaver

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DIRECTOR OF LIFESAVING

AND EDUCATION

Our season has come to an end for 2015-16 and we prepare
for the upcoming season with renewed enthusiasm. No lives
lost between the flags.

Sydney Branch Lifesavers continue to protect patrolled
beaches from Sydney Heads to National Parks as well as an
extensive coastline with Support Skis and offshore Rescue
Boat operations.

Thank you to all clubs and lifesavers for a great job done this
season.

In the 2015-16 season our statistics showed that the number
people coming to our beaches had again increased from

the previous season, combined with some dangerous surf
conditions we had in January and February this year, we saw
an increase in our overall statistics.

Our rescues were up by 1,043 across the Branch, but | can
proudly say that there are 2,389 individuals out there who
returned home to their families from a day out at the beach
because of the dedicated and highly skilled lifesavers in this
Branch. In previous seasons many of the rescues performed
by our club members were done by the IRB, but this season
we saw significant increases in our traditional rescue methods
like Board (814) and Tube (741), which is good to see.

Our First aids followed the same pattern with Marine stings
and cuts and abrasions more than doubling , with only 1
resuscitation incident. With 7,829 first aids and over 31,000
preventions performed during the season it showed how busy
we were, not only in the water, but not the beach as well.

It was great to see that even though our Patrols were
extremely busy on the beach this season, we still continued
to maintain our high level of lifesaving standards. This was
echoed by our area Lifesaving Supervisors throughout the
season, with 3 clubs in the Branch achieving 100% Patrol
Efficiency results in all inspections.

The Support Operation team had one of their busiest seasons
ever, with the number of call outs (137) increasing by 27%.
the RWC team preformed 160 rescues, which was 127 more
than last season, while our Duty officers did over 250 hours
attending incidents throughout the Branch.

Gathering our patrol statistical information is an extremely
important process while we are on the beach. This season we
saw an improvement on the previous season after we clearly
defined the definitions of a rescue, prevention and first aid

in our start of season Patrol Captains and CTO’s meeting.
Next season SLNSW will be changing the signing process, to
encourage the use of the Patrol Ops App, which will further
improve the collection of this data on the beach.

On the Education front, the overall award numbers decreased
slightly from the previous season, but the number of members
completing their proficiency in core awards increased, which
is a great reflection on all our clubs that we have been able to
retain many of our members from the previous season.

The number of new bronze awards decreased by only one this
season, but we were had 3% increase in Bronze proficiency
numbers across the Branch. In an area where many clubs have
struggled in the past, off the back of our hard work the last 2
seasons we saw new IRB Drivers awards increase again in the
Branch, as well as our proficiency numbers for IRB Drivers and
Crew. A fantastic effort by our IRB Trainers and Assessors.

The Gear Stewards meeting held at the beginning of the
season was a great success in helping clubs and new gear
stewards prepare for gear inspection. This was evident in
the quality of equipment presented on the day, as there
were very few re-inspects and discards. Special thanks to
Glen Clarke who assisted in creating all the documentation,
and presenting to clubs on the night, and our team of Gear
Inspectors over the 2 days.

Traditionally we have done a fantastic job recognising our
members for their hours on the beach patrolling, but outside
of that, we have struggled to identify how many hours
members were doing for other Club or Branch activities which
are just as important. Some of these being training, assessing,
duty officer call out hours, administration, attending meetings
etc. This season we released a new App, MRP ( Member
Recognition Program), which allows our members to enter the
time they spend on various activities on their mobile phone.
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Not only does it helps clubs recognise these members at their
presentation night, but it will help us identify burn out, and
understand more about how our resources are being utilised.
the App has now expanded to include SLSS news, Calendars,
RWC Rosters, and Sydney branch information. The App can
be downloaded on both iTunes and Google Play stores, search
for “SLSS”.

Congratulations to our Rescue of the Month (ROM) winners.
This season we had 2 state winners that went on to win
National Awards.

The Sydney Branch Lifesaving , Education and Support
Operations teams have again worked extremely hard this
season maintaining the highest level of communication and
engagement with the clubs. This has provided the teams with
some valuable insights, highlighting areas that are working
well and others that may need improvement, innovation and
change. Sydney Branch has been driving many of the changes
at a State level, which has resulted in Branch representatives
being invited to participate in the SLNSW SOP’s, Patrol
Operations Manual, Patrol Efficiency and Support Operations
reviews by SLNSW.

A review of the Lifesaving and Education Committee structure
took place during the season, which involved members

from all operational areas, resulting in the committee

being restructured. The new structure will allow us to more
effectively manage Lifesaving and Education in the Branch,
while maintaining and improving Lifesaving and Education
standards into the future.

There are a number of people who need to be recognised and
thanked for their contribution to maintaining our lifesaving
operations and standards, firstly to Linda Perrin and Victoria
Raymond from Branch office who organise and process
lifesaving operations, without them the Branch would be
difficult to operate.

To our lifesaving supervisors lead by the Deputy Director of
Lifesaving Joel Wiseman, Peter Quartly (Waverley), Matthew
Spooner (Randwick), Michael Byrne (Cronulla/Sutherland)
and Mark Wood (Royal National Park) and their assistants,
thank you for your efforts working with Clubs to ensure
standards were being maintained and guiding clubs through
positive engagement to improve their lifesaving patrols.

Marissa Saunders and her educational team of Facilitators,
Assessors and Training officers for all their hard work in
keeping lifesaving education at such a professional level.
Also the great work the area supervisors did in the areas
throughout the season, Paul Hotton (Waverley), Beck Mister
(Randwick), and Steve Urquhart (Cronulla/Sutherland).

Support Operations continued to thrive, special thanks to
Matthew Evans and his team of Rescue Coordinators, Duty
officers, SurfCom operators, RWC operators and off Shore
Rescue Boat members. the team has worked tirelessly
throughout the season, often in the background, to provide
support and guidance to our patrol teams, including
responding to hundreds of incidents within the branch
outside of normal patrol hours. At the end of this season, the
group will commence one its largest RWC training squads
over the winter period. | look forward to working with Joel
Wiseman and the team next season, and on how we can
improve our 24 x 7 lifesaving coverage in the branch in the
upcoming season.

Continuing on the success of the previous season | am proud

of what has been delivered by the Support Operations Team in
the 2015/16 season. This group of dedicated Surf Lifesavers
not only fulfil Support Operations patrols in addition to their
club obligations but also often are called upon outside of patrol
hours to provide assistance to our Emergency Service partners,
in often challenging circumstances.

Sydney’s Duty officer & Rescue Coordinator Team continued
to deliver a first class service to our patrolling teams providing
invaluable assistance at major incidents and advice whenever
patrol teams requested. The ability of this team to remain
professional in all circumstances is a testament to the
dedication of these volunteers. the response by this Team also
extends to a 24/7 capability where the Team is called upon

in all types of weather and hours to respond to requests for
assistance. Without fuss, any one of the Team responds without
the slightest complaint to get the job done. A credit to each and
every one of the Team, considering this too is a volunteer role.

This season also witnessed a significant increase in 13SURF
tasks from NSW Police. The number of requests for Sydney
Branch has increased to in excess of 130. The majority of

these were for tasks outside of patrol hours and/or patrolled
locations. The ability for the Sydney Support Operations Team
to respond to these requests has established a great reputation
and rapport with our Emergency Service partners, who are
always grateful when they see the familiar red and yellow turn
up at all hours and locations.

Sydney’s RWC Team continued to service the Branch via the

2 RWCs based at Maroubra and Gunnamatta Bay. Despite the
fact that the RWCs spent a considerable time offline due to
unforeseen issues, the Team had an increase in both actual
patrol hours and rescues performed. The Team responded to
numerous rescues and searches outside of patrolled locations
proving invaluable in the successful rescue of rock fisherman
and boaters. Clubs also took advantage of the RWCs during the
season with an increase in the number of requests to support
patrols in mass rescues and preventative actions.

Whilst training of new RWC Team members this season has
been difficult with the craft being unavailable it is exciting to
know the Branch will shortly take delivery of two new RWCs
which will enable a number of squads to be trained in the off
season and bolster the numbers of this important Support
Operations function.

Surf Rescue 30 entered a year of rebuilding with a number of

successful members gaining their crew, driver or skipper award

during the season. The continuing investment in training will

ensure this Group is able to fulfil patrol obligations and an after
hour response capability. The support provided to clubs and the
response outside of patrol hours is well received and being able to
continue this is core to the Sydney Support Operations plan.

James also led the team to
update our website.

Lia worked
with Jason Juma-Ross and our sponsorship/marketing team to
develop strategic marketing to increase the number of people
joining Bondi. The education team also worked on increasing
the number of higher awards achieving a 31% increase in this
area. Instructing a bronze squad at Bondi takes dedication

and a selfless attitude to ensure our new recruits can rescue

on Australia’s busiest beach. Lia as she also taught our newest
cadets their SRC.

Surf Sports has taken another step forward in the last season
under the guidance of Dave Auckett, Nick Nezval and Robert
Harvey. The surfsports team finished first in the state masters
competition which was a first for our club following up with

a strong showing at Aussies that delivered a gold to Andrew
McEncroe’s U19 R&R team.

The Nippers side under Scott Ryan are running a strong

section with a strong and devoted sub-committee. We fielded
competitors again at National titles and more of our juniors are
training outside of their nipper sessions to better their skills. The
challenge that almost every club faces is the retention through
the cadet and junior ranks, this is something we will work on this
coming season.

Our Director of Finance Jon Fyfe quickly caught up to speed

This
was certainly the case on New Year’s Day 2016 when all hands on
deck were required to assist in a major incident. | am proud to report
that this rescue was awarded Rescue of the Month for January 2016
by Surf Life Saving Sydney.

I would also like to acknowledge the assistance that our club captain
Tass Karozis provided to our good friend Garie Surf Club with a
number of patrol members making the journey South to patrol over
a number of weekends.

An important part of our life saving team is our education area. Our
instructors coordinated by Emma Gill provided a significant amount
of training over the course of the season, with an incredible number
of awards gained from bronze through to a range of special awards.
A special mention in this regard should be made of the numbersin
our Surf Rescue Certificate squads and an ongoing focus on youth
awards and training through the innovative Lightning Bronze and
our Surf Camp projects.

We continued to improve in all areas of operation especially
with our lifesaving patrol teams under the direction of Gilbert
Olzomer. Gilbert and his Lifesaving team of Vice Captain Matt
Harper and our 15 Patrol Captains have committed a great

deal of time and effort in planning, supporting, improving and
expanding the capability of our respected lifesaving service. the
past year has been a particularly challenging one, with the beach

We also expanded on
our delivery of basic DRSABCD and CPR instruction to Nippers,
beginning with under 6’s. We are proud to offer this sort of
training and the associated SLSA accredited awards to Nippers.

It gives me pleasure to present to you the audited financial report
for the 2015/16 season. This season we are showing a profit of
$243,000.00 which is an increase on last season and is due to the
surplus rent going into the loan account. We will be drawing this
down soon to pay another $100,000.00 off the loan.

This season we were able to keep charges to the clubs at the
same level as the last four years and it is envisaged that there will
be no big increases in the coming season. The expenditure has
again been controlled at board level with all purchases approved
by the board as required during the season.

We have also seen the donation from UPS being spent on

the development of a new app for rock fishers which will be
launched in the coming months. The development of this app
has put us ahead of other Branchs with our innovations on trying
to reduce drowning of rock fishers in our area.

This season we have been working on the way we present the
financials to the officers and the Branch Council and following
advice from the Auditors, we have reduced the list of accounts
and now produce reports for each section which shows their
income and expenditure as well as graphs which are produced
monthly for the Board and bi-mMonthly for the Branch Council.
We will continue that again this season to further develop our
reporting on accounts.

We are currently working on reducing the number of debtors and
we will be introducing some changes to carnivals this season,
which seems to be a problem area resulting in getting money

Our Board of Management works as a team. We have a plan
which underpins our activities and provides guidance, priorities
and measurable outcomes. The strategic plan is a living
document which is constantly referenced and developed. This
process has delivered results for the Branch this season and will
continue to provide direction in the coming season.

During the season our constitution and by-laws were reviewed
and amended in order to provide a solid platform to support
more efficient management processes. | would like to thank the
clubs for supporting the reform process and for their positive
engagement.

Sydney Branch continues to engage with ‘at-risk’ communities
through community programs. The RockFishSafe App will be
released early this season after a long development phase.
Deaths from rock fishing continue to be a concern, with the
Sydney Branch region representing the greatest risk nationally
for this activity.

In the innovation space our Director of Lifesaving and
Education Simon Torsellini has deployed a program which
provides members with the ability to record their activities in
surf lifesaving which have previously been unrecognised. The
program also provides access to critical and useful information.

Sydney Branch was given a gift by Fay Marshall this year - a full
set of bound annual reports. The reports are part of the legacy
of former Branch President and Life Member Bill Marshall OAM.
These reports and subsequent reports are now being scanned to
searchable PDF format and will be available to all members. The
original reports will then be archived.

Amendments to the constitution in June included a 24-month
term for all directors, with half the Board elected each year.

Seven clubs are currently registered for the Quality Clubs
Program and should complete the process prior to the start
of the season, along with two clubs who have completed the
process at Bronze level.

The willingness of clubs to develop strategic plans and
participate in the Quality Clubs Program is great to see and |
believe that both steps will produce dividends for clubs and a
stronger Branch.

The strength and talent in our branch is extraordinary. The
annual Awards of Excellence was once again an impressive
display of that talent across the board. Congratulations to all
winners and finalists and good luck for those nominations taken
forward to the SLSNSW Awards of Excellence.

The Board of Management have commenced planning to deliver
in key areas of our strategic plan, including a Communications
Strategy, improvements in the compliance burden of clubs
through the use of SurfGuard to populate online forms for
training enrolment and course applications and a schedule of
conferences and workshops which will be recorded and available
as a downloadable file in a knowledge storage portal.

This year saw the inclusion of a new position on the Board -
Director of Member Services. Trent Thomas used his extensive
experience and professional expertise to great effect in Surf Life
Saving, developing policies and structures which address the
important responsibilities of this new portfolio.

Leadership is critical in delivering results in any organisation.
President George Shales has managed the onerous responsibility
of President and Chairman of the Board with energy and a driven
desire to produce results. George gives a great deal to the role of
President and expects the same of the Directors.

I would like to thank my fellow directors for their efforts on behalf
of the Branch, our Clubs for the pride they fill me with through
their magnificent service to our community and the 4,487 active
surf lifesavers for their vigilance and service.

Our office staff continue to perform ‘above and beyond’ in
support of the clubs and the Board of Management. Thank you
Linda and Victoria for your dedication and hard work.
